What is an Individual  
StewardAccount?  

 

StewardAccount is a type of investment  

available to both individuals and to LCMS 

organizations. Unlike LCEF term notes, it 

does not have a specific time period. It is 

similar to a money market account in that it 

offers easy access to invested dollars 

through check writing privileges or a Visa 

debit card. This account can be managed 

online. LCEF offers a tiered interest rate on 

the StewardAccount; meaning as the bal-

ance rises so does the interest rate.  

Interest is compounded and paid monthly.
